POE Poetry Project

Choose one activity to complete as an individual or with a classmate. We will randomly draw for poem assignments. You do not get to choose which poem you are assigned. 

1. INDIVIDUAL- Memorize and recite your assigned poem to the class.  Poem must be recited verbatim (Points will be deducted if poem is not recited word for word).  Poems may NOT be read. 

2. INDIVIDUAL OR PAIR- Create a storyboard depicting your assigned poem.  It must include all characters from the poem (The narrator can be considered a character).  Project will require poster board, a camera (digital or film), and the ability to develop the film into actual pictures.  Storyboards must have no less than 10 pictures/scenes with captions explaining pictures/scenes.

3. INDIVIDUAL- Re-write your poem using modern-day terminology, situations, and characters.  Poem should be displayed on a poster board with illustrations/decorations.

4. INDIVIDUAL OR PAIR- Create a visual representation of your assigned poem (painting, comic book, or diorama/model).  If your visual is based on or inspired by work created by someone else, you must appropriately document your debt to the other artist.  Comic books must have no less than 10 scenes/boxes.

5. INDIVIDUAL OR PAIR- Create a dramatic performance for your assigned poem and perform your interpretation for the class.  Your performance should include all characters and details that are found in the poem.  You must have costumes and props to enhance your performance.  

We will have Tuesday, October 26th to work on these in class.  Bring the materials you need to work on your project.  I will not have materials for you to use, so do not rely on my craft supplies to complete your project.  If you come to class empty-handed and/or do not work, I have an additional writing assignment to add to your project assignment.  Writing assignments will be due on the same day as the project.
